A fifteen meter ship with a crew of four or five seamen who worked during the time of Alexander
the Great, was carrying 400 amphorae and millstones, which of course were used as ballast.
For

unknown reason wrecked, around 303 BC, the coast of the town of Kyrenia in northern Cyprus.
The discovery of the wreck was in 1967 by the Cypriot diver Andreas Kariolou.This wreck is
considered the most important of the classical era. The largest and most complete salvage
operation

and wreck assembly held until then, was made by American archeology professor Michael
Katser

and his scientific team. The assembling and setting up all the tracks of this ancient hull, made
by

another American scientist, Professor Richard Steffy. The sinking was considered valuable
finding

because it survived almost 75% of timber and therefore can have important data for the study of
the
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shipbuilding art of the ancient Greeks. The ancient Greek finding, is captive to date in castle
town

of Kyrenia in the Turkish occupation.

In 1982 the Greek Institute for the Preservation of Nautical Tradition, constructed a dummy of
the

ship in actual dimensions in the shipyard in Perama Psarrou 1984. Named KYRENIA "lI" in
honor

of the city of Cyprus.
