A boat coming from the coasts of Asia Minor and especially from the region of Smyrna was
called Kourita. | consider this beautiful hull to be the most beautiful boat hull in the Greek seas.
During the Asia Minor catastrophe it rescued several Asia Minor refugees who traveled with her
to the free Greece. Refugee shipwrights built this boat in Thessaloniki, in Fokies, Halkidiki and
possibly in other areas. The last Kourita was destroyed in Nea Krini in Thessaloniki in 1999.
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
