WAR SHIP SAKOLEVA

Sakoleva is called the peculiar type of sail and is imprinted on the tombstones from the 1st to
the 3rd century AD. in ltaly, Turkey and Greece. Any Greek ship carrying this type of sail was
called Sakoleva. It was widely used in the Aegean and the Sea of Marmara as a
merchant/cargo ship. With the addition of a few small cannons it could be turned into a warship
and took part in the struggle of the Greek Revolution.
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
