On this day 18th of October 1912, Captain Nikos Vlachopoulos and Captain Michael Kofos lead
Lieutenant Commander Nikolaos Votsis captain of Torpilovolo 11, into the port of Thessaloniki
and torpedoed the Turkish Frigate FETIX BULLEND. The Turkish ship sinks, the city on 26th of
October 1912 is handed over to the crown prince Konstantinos and the central mast of the ship,
which protrudes from the sea, is cut and becomes the mast of the Greek flag on the White
Tower until 1928. The Torpedo ship 11 returns to Katerini with all the crew unharmed and the
sailors from Litochoro are awarded medals.

On Sunday 23rd of October 2022, in Thessaloniki, at the statue of Admiral Votsis in the White
Tower, the event will be commemorated and wreaths will be laid by the official authorities and
by the Maritime Museum of Litochoro.
