PSARIANI GALIOTA

Evolution of the galleon was Galiota or galeota. Fast lightweight and versatile boat, originated
from the Dutch. Later on extensive use of it was made from the pirates in the Mediterranean
and more maritime cities of ltaly. It had two or sometimes three sails/masts, which rises from a
triangular cloth. For weaponry it brought two or three guns in the bow. The crew was over 100
men. It was used for

detextion (between two naval formations) and pirate. With the same name was a small truck
ship with a rounded bow and stern tall two square sails and 12 to16 rowers. During the
revolution of 1770 in the Russian-Turkish War (1768-1774),Psarianoi habitants provided the
Russians 36 sakoleves and galiotes. The smallest of them had a length of 25 naval cubits in
keel 16 oars on each side and force from 80 warriors. When later on formed the fleets of large
galleons and frigates, each of these ships included a small galiota, with two guns, for detection,
landing forces and other auxiliary loads. The Turks stationed the galiotes in the light fleet.
Galiota was used in the Greek revolution of 1821, as they had differences with the mystiko ship
often identified it with this ship.
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
