SAITA WARSHIP

Excellent boat size of ship was from 40 to 120 tons, with good stability in water and air. It was
used both commercially and for military purposes. The ratio between depth and width in the
middle range was 2.75. It was a type who wore latinia sails or had crosses on the bow. Some
writers consider saita a variation of the Briki. In Greece it was called Saita, in Italy Saetia and on
the coasts of Asia Minor as Saika. It appears in the eastern Mediterranean from 1100 to 1700.
Initially they started as rowing boats and developed great speed.
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
